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Discover the first exhibitors of the “Ecological Vehicles” Expo at the 3rd annual EVER Monaco Trade Show, from 27th to 30th March 2008

For the third consecutive year, CITROËN, which has been increasing its environmental protection initiatives over the last few years, has once again chosen to reaffirm its commitment to the trade show by confirming its participation. The manufacturer will present and demonstrate its vehicles that run on clean fuels such as biodiesel, ethanol, and natural gas. 
Another EVER fixture since the very first trade show, NEWTEON, Europe’s leading distributor of electric vehicles, will present its entire range of vehicles, encompassing electric, hybrid, utility, and private vehicles, which all leverage the latest technological advances. The company will showcase readily available vehicles that combine cost-effective, eco-friendly and technological performance. Such vehicles include the all-electric Fiat Doblo and Fiat Fiorino, the latter being previewed at EVER.  

ECO & MOBILITE, a specialist in car modelling and body works, has created a range of electric vehicles bearing the ELV brand. At EVER it will showcase its range of electric-powered tricycles with its “Cyclotron” (for transporting people), “Pelican” (for park maintenance and gardening), and “Cargo” (for transporting goods) models, as well as two special bicycle models (“City” and “Urban”) designed for leisure purposes.
ENERGAZ-CARBURATION, a French company specialising in biofuel transformation and distribution of spare parts and accessories for all types of wheeled devices, will display its adaptor kits that allow all engines to become more eco-friendly. An example of this technology is a kit that converts a gas engine into an LPG engine. Such kits are available for most 1-12-cylinder gas vehicles (cars, motorcycles, scooters) equipped with electronic injection technology. A Ferrari Maranello V12 that runs on ethanol will be presented at their booth.

 

This year, EVER Monaco has dedicated a specific area to two-wheel vehicles. Thus, throughout the event visitors will be able to discover and test drive new “zero-emission” transport solutions. The area will feature such companies as FEEL GREEN, which distributes electric-powered bicycles (Prima Power Bike), and OXYGEN, which manufactures and distributes electric scooters. These companies will present their new ranges of state-of-the-art electric two-wheel vehicles.
ISD, which specialises in electric-powered vehicles, will unveil its new range of vehicles, including the new “Excelsior” bicycle, which runs on a lithium-ion polymer battery. The bicycle will soon be released on the market, and the very first model was offered to HSH Prince Albert II of Monaco at the 2nd annual EVER trade show. ISD will also present the new “Speedy,” the range’s flagship model. Indeed, no fewer than seven avant-garde, electric-powered bicycles will be on display. 

CLEAN ENERGY PLANET, which imports and markets electric scooters, electric-powered bicycles, and kits for bicycles, will also be featured. The company, which uses a network of professional retailers specialising in the sale and maintenance of electric vehicles, will present its new “CLEAN RIDER 2000” electric scooter and its complete “CLEAN BIKE” range of electric-powered bicycles. 

With regard to public transportation, SCANIA, one of the world’s largest manufacturers of buses and coaches for more than 30 passengers, will unveil its range of heavy trucks, buses, and coaches, as well as its internationally famous industrial and marine engines.

REVA GmbH, which specialises in mobile energy and is Europe’s largest Sanyo distributor, will present its car battery system solutions. It should be noted that REVA GmbH owns the licence rights to Michael Schumacher products and the use of this label. Moreover, the Korean battery manufacturer SAEHAN ENERTECH will offer information on its rechargeable lithium batteries.

In addition, SMEG (the Monaco Electricity and Gas Company) and AMAVE (the Monaco Association of Friends of Ecological Vehicles) will also be featured at the trade show.

It should also be noted that, throughout the event, visitors will have the chance to test drive all types of ecological vehicles (hybrid cars, electric vehicles, electric-powered scooters and bicycles, etc.) on display, free of charge.
