EVER MONACO announces the 2nd round of exhibitors of the “Ecological Vehicles” Expo at the 3rd annual EVER Monaco Trade Show, from 27th to 30th March 2008 
Monaco, 18 March 2008 – The organisers of EVER Monaco 2008, the trade show dedicated to Ecological Vehicles and Renewable Energies that will take place from 27-30 March at the Grimaldi Forum in Monaco, have announced the second round of 2008 “Ecological Vehicles” exhibitors.

For this third show, the Espace Ravel will serve as the venue for the “Ecological Vehicles” portion of the exhibition that will showcase the latest eco-friendly innovations and allow large- and small-scale manufacturers to present the latest models of their clean vehicles, including both standard models and prototypes, while giving visitors and potential buyers the chance to test drive them.  
The manufacturers on display will include the BMW Group, which will be making its first appearance at EVER Monaco. The Group has pioneered the use of hydrogen technology, making use of a fuel source that is expected to replace petrol within the next few years. At the trade show, the German manufacturer will present its BMW Hydrogen 7, the first saloon car to combine BMW-specific features – including its dynamics, luxury, and the comfort and smoothness of its adaptors – with viable propulsion technology using sustainable or future fuels for an enjoyable, practically emission-free driving experience.

HONDA MOTOR EUROPE will present the Honda Civic Hybrid, which combines various Honda technologies emphasising eco-friendliness and enjoyable driving. Very easy to drive, this vehicle allows for the best possible ecological results without requiring any change in driving habits: only 109 g. CO2/km and fuel consumption of 4.6 L/100 km. With such performance, the Honda Civic Hybrid will obtain up to €2,300 in governmental environmental rebates. 

For the third year in a row, TOYOTA/LEXUS, which has increased its eco-friendly initiatives, has opted to participate, once again, in the trade show. This year, these manufacturers will display four hybrid vehicle models: Toyota Prius, Toyota Camry Hybrid, Lexus RX 400h, and Lexus LS 600h.

Electric car manufacturer THINK will unveil its latest range of advanced ecological vehicles: the TH!NK city. With speeds up to three times greater than those of current ecological vehicles, the TH!NK city is an exciting offer with zero emissions for maximum safety, modernity, and design.

EVER Monaco 2008 to be marked by two previews

A sneak preview of the KOSMOB, the eco-friendly urban scooter for modern city dwellers who care not only about the environment, but also about their independence, comfort, and style, will be presented at the Ever trade show. This 100% electric moped is the ideal companion for completely eco-compatible, day-to-day city driving. Furthermore, the Kosmob project won the Junior Chamber of Monaco’s 2007 business creation competition. Worthy of note is its price; at 1150 euros, it is the industry’s most affordable option. 

SWEET'ELEC, a French company specialising in two-wheeled electric vehicles and the exclusive distributor of e-max scooters in France, will present two models: the e-max 110S, a 100% electric scooter designed in Europe and marketed since April 2008 in France, along with an exclusive showing of the e-max 190L, a model whose introduction has been anticipated for more than two years in France and which will hit the market in late 2008. The e-max 190L is the equivalent of a 125cm3, travelling at speeds exceeding 100km/h with a 100-minute recharge for 100km of autonomy: a revolutionary electric scooter.


Vectrix UK Ltd, which won an ecological award with VECTRIX, the first electric scooter whose performance equals or surpasses that of petrol-fuelled motorcycles. Accelerating from 0 to 50 in 6.8 seconds and boasting a top speed of 62 mph (100 km/h), this eco-friendly two-wheeled vehicle, which is both fast and economical, is the world’s leading high-performance vehicle.

Showcasing another two-wheeled option, COMUNICARE, which has set up “Bicincittà” columnal bike stands, will unveil its “bike sharing” system, which offers citizens free access to bicycles in the city centre, allowing them to pick up and drop off bicycles autonomously. 

FAM Automobiles, which specialises in the automotive creation, development, and assembly and markets light and utility vehicles, will present its FAM F-TRUCK E32 THREE-WAY DUMP, a small, electric-powered utility truck presented as a three-way dump truck (industrial) with autonomy of up to 70 km of multi-use city driving (public works, hauling goods in cities…). Moreover, backed by its experience in the area of bicarburation (Petrol/NGV), FAM Automobiles, in conjunction with the ULITT company, will present its  composite vessel system for NGV engines, which is used in the Citroën C3 NGV. 

EUROVIA, which carries out projects related to road systems and urban planning and management, as well as civil engineering projects for underground networks (telecommunications, wastewater, etc.) will be represented by the Monegasque construction company JEAN LEFEBVRE (S.M.J.L.). As part of its sustainable development policy, and to assist its R&D unit at the Mérignac research centre (33), EUROVIA has primarily developed innovative, eco-friendly road paving products: Warm Mixed Asphalts with Aspha-Min (production at low temperatures) and NOXER (pollution-absorbing asphalts).

As far as public transport is concerned, the LOHR Group, a global firm that has specialised for the past 40 years in the design and production of systems for transporting goods and people, such as the “Modalohr” road-rail transport wagon and the “Translohr” rubber-tyre tram, will acquaint the public with its new electric urban transport solutions. Among them is the “Cristal,” a compact vehicle that holds 5-8 people and can evolve equally well for manual driving or convoy driving supervised by a local operator. It is intended for the ongoing adaptation of individual or semi-collective transport in order to satisfy changing demands in an urban centre.

The manufacturer LiFeBATT will present its range of high-performance lithium and iron phosphate batteries specially designed for electric vehicles, UPS systems, the production of green electricity, and cycling. 

Last but not least, Green Cove Ingenierie will display its carpooling concept and solutions, and ADS Technologies, which will unveil its prototypes for a hybrid scooter and an electric scooter that runs on lithium.
